








Raccoon

The raccoon is about as big as a medium-sized dog, and has a tail with five to ten
dark rings around it. He has black markings on his face that make him look like he’s
wearing a mask.



Bobcat

The bobcat looks similar to a tablby housecat, but has black tufts of fur at the
tips of his ears and long fur hanging down from the sides of his face. His tail
is very short.



Beaver

The busy beaver is nature’s builder. He can cut trees down by chewing around
them, and then will use them to build dams and a place to live. He can close his
ears and nose when under water.



White-tailed deer

The deer is a large animal with hooves and a bushy tail that is bright white

underneath. Male deer, or bucks, have bony growth called antlers on the tops
of their heads.



Black bear

The bear is a large, heavy animal that usually has glossy black fur with brown on
his face. He can climb trees and swim well. He stands on his hind feet to reach
objects with his front paws.



Eastern elk

The elk is Arkansas’s largest mammal. Male elk, or bulls, grow antlers like deer.
He will call out when looking for females or challenging other males. This is
called “bugling.”
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
