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The Cut-Off Creek Wildlife Management
Area is located in Southeast Drew County.
This 8,728-acre area consists primarily of
bottomland hardwoods, with some upland
hardwoods located on the west side of the
area. The WMA is best noted for squirrel,
deer, turkey and duck hunting opportunities.
In addition, fishing along the Cut-Off Creek is
popular, particularly in the spring. Four major
camping areas and three concrete boat
ramps are available for public use. Most
campsites have graveled camping pads to
accommodate small to medium sized travel
trailers or campers. Shallow water hand
pumps are located at both campsites on the
west side of the area. For additional
information, contact the South Delta
Regional Office, toll-free at 877-367-3559.
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
