These planned
ground fires reduce competition and stress
among plants, and improve wildlife habitat.
They also reduce the threat of catastrophic
wildfires by reducing sticks and other litter
In the forest.

This tour will vary by
season — plants are dormant in winter
and wildflowers bloom in spring.
